Linked DC (LKDC): Pull up aloop in the horizontal bar at the front middle of the
previous stitch, pull up a loop in the next st, yarn over and pull through 2 loops, yarn
over and pull through 2 remaining loops on hook.

Linked DC Decrease: Pull up a loop in the horizontal bar at tle front middle of the
previous stitch, pull up a loop in next st, yarn over and pull through 2 loops, but do not
complete the st, pull up a loop in next st, yarn over and pull through 2 loops, yarn over
and pull through all remaining loops on hook.

Decide where you want the handles to tie (top center,
one of the sides). '

Mark the gusset andthe bag side. Line up the stitches
on both pieces dlthe way around to the top of the bag. “
With the gusset facing you, join yarn and sl st through
both thicknesses down the side, across the bottom anc
up the opposite side to join the gusset to the bag
Fasten off.

Repeat for the other side.

Take the tapeed ends of the straps and tie in a knot.
With a small piece of yarn and tapestry needle, sew
through the knot to secure it.
